Continue activities following the story - Reading and Writing
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Here we go!

It feels good to successfully do something for the first time - reading, writing, and
what else? You could discuss memories of “firsts” — theirs or yours — together with
your child: scoring a goal, riding a bike, swimming, or solving a riddle. And what else?
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Words inillustrations
This book can be read using the illustrations too. You could look for words in them, and
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try to read them with your child while identifying letters and discovering interesting
details added by the illustrator.
